English, Geography, History, DT, PSHE, Computing and Art objectives will be met through the creative curriculum, linking these subjects

scheme. Spelling tests will be completed on a Thursday morning.  

 

Children will need to come to school in their PE kits on Tuesday (outdoor) and Thursday (indoor). Please ensure your child has 
appropriate kit for indoor and outdoor lessons and all items are labelled.   PE kit is a white t- shirts, dark-coloured shorts / bottoms, 
black jumper or cardigan (no hoodies, skins or football shirts) and black trainers/plimsolls.

Reading takes place daily in the classroom and books are changed regularly. Your child will have opportunities to choose a variety 

of reading books throughout the term. These books should be brought home and the reading record should be completed when your 

child reads. Please encourage your child to read daily at home and record it in their reading records. Please note there will be a 

charge for any lost reading records or books.
